It’s time again!  This letter is to remind you that THE RFC'S MARCH 21st DEADLINE FOR RECEIVING APPLICATIONS IS LESS THEN A MONTH AWAY!  We urge those who intend to apply to act quickly so that any additional information we may request will also reach us before the deadline.

This year you will find a Basic Information Sheet included with the Guidelines and application.  Please review this sheet before completing the application.  

Anticipated Cut in Granting in 2009:

We don’t need to explain to you the effects of the worsening economy, we’re sure it has impacted you. We anticipate that the RFC won’t have the ability to continue grant making at our current level, which is extremely difficult for us. While we cannot guarantee continued funding, our goal is to make multi-year commitments to the children we support and we encourage renewal applications if the need persists.

In order to ensure that we’re able to distribute our limited resources as fairly as possible, any requests for $1500 or more for any child MUST include an explanation of why this amount is required for the program or project.  Requests for funding at this level that do not include this information will be at most partially funded. Please contact the office if you have any questions.
For those who have previously received grants:  

We do not require you to answer question 1 again, or provide us with additional documentation, unless there have been significant new developments since the last grant we made to you.  
Reminder: New Granting Guidelines adapted by the Board are now in effect

· We are instituting a cap of up to $7,500 PER FAMILY per granting cycle. 

· New limit of two providers per child per granting cycle (for example, dance lessons and school tuition). 

· Requests to change providers after a grant has been awarded will be considered on a case-by-case basis and may result in a loss of funding.
